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Dear Parents,

Due to COVID-19, our students will have to spend a number of days at home.  However, to ensure our students are given the opportunity to continue their learning while out of school, Shaw High has developed the following plan to meet the instructional needs of all of our learners. 
Learning Management Information:  All of our students have been assigned Chromebooks; however, we do understand that some students may not have Wi-Fi access at home.  After surveying our students, we have provided one of two pathways in which your student will take in order to complete instructional assignments.

· Pathway 1 – WiFi Access - Students will utilize CANVAS for all instructional needs. On CANVAS you will find the following:

1. Lesson plans for 10 instructional days

2. Links to resources teachers will use to complete the lessons

3. Link to access teacher office hours if student needs teacher assistance. (The spreadsheet can also be found on the Shaw website.)

· Pathway 2 – Without WiFi Access – students will receive packets before leaving school.  Packets will include the following:

1. Lesson plans – which will provide directions to complete all assignments

2. Copies of all instructional materials and resources needed to complete the assignments for each course

3. Google document stating the times teachers will hold office hours for student assistance.
· Proximity Learning Students

If your child takes a Proximity Course (Algebra I and Geometry), they will still receive the normal instruction on Mon/Wed/Fri.  However, you will have to click on the Proximity link on the Shaw High web page to retrieve the information to get instructions on how to access the live class.  

Time Allotment for Daily Assignments: Below are suggested times in which students should spend working on various content.  (Your student should spend more time; however, we have provided the minimum amount of time students should dedicate to each course.)

ELA: 35-45 minutes per day

-Math:  35-45 minutes per day

-Science:  35-45 minutes per day

-Social Studies:  35-45 minutes per day

-Electives:  35-45 minutes per day

(Total expected work time for students per day is 3-4 hours)

Teacher Assistance:

1. A Google document link will be placed on CANVAS and the school website identifying office hours in which students will be able to contact teachers to receive assistance.  

· Students with Wi-Fi – will communicate with teachers through CANVAS.

· Students without Wi-Fi – will communicate with teachers through messages (email/text) sent through Remind 101; Band App.

Parental Communication:

· The following information will be placed on the Shaw High School website to assist with student learning and to answer questions you may have:

2. Spreadsheet with Teacher Office Hours

3. Frequently Asked Questions
