Academic English vs. Social English

Academic English and sodal English are not bwo separate languages. Academic English is more
demanding and complex than sodal English. An ELL (English Language Lemer) student with social
English profidency may not necessarily have the academic English proficiency. It is important for you
and the teacher to make this distinction. Academic English is the language necessary for success in
school. It is related to a standards-based curriculum, induding the content areas of math, scence,
sodal studies, and English language arts.

ELLs come to school not only to leam how to communicate socially, but to become academically
proficient in English. Just because they can speak on the playground, talk to peers, and use every day
English does not mean that they are up to speed in academic English. To the contrary, these ELLs are
not yet proficient enough to handle the standards-based curriculum. They lack the academic
vocabulary needed to develop the content knowledge in English that they will need to succeed in
future schooling. By recognizing these two types of profidencies, you can help expedite your ELLS'
academic English.
